Wood Stove Change/Fireplace Retrofit
Partnership Accomplishments Since 2005

» Changed out and/or retrofitted over 20,000
wood stoves and fireplaces

 Programs in more than 50 communities

» Generated $16 - $20 million in investments
from non-hearth industry partners

* Reduced an estimated 248 tons of PM2.5 per
year; resulting in an estimated $84
million/year ot health benefits.



Supplemental Environmental Projects
(SEP) and Mitigation Projects:

= A project where a company agrees to support a local air
guality project like a wood stove changeout as part of a
state/local/federal environmental enforcement case.

More than 15 projects in various locations
« $5 million included in wood smoke related projects since 2005

American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act Funds:

Through the U.S. Department of Energy, “Stimulus Funds”
are being used a in a few locations, for example:

- More than $1 million going to wood stove changeouts
In several locations in Oregon

- More than $1 million in the Puget Sound/Tacoma WA:
wood to gas only
